Protect your Baby from Lead

If you are pregnant or thinking about becoming pregnant,
take the survey below to determine your lead risk.

Check the box if:

[ ] You were born or you have lived in Bangladesh,
Dominican Republic, Ecuador, Georgia, Guatemala,
Guyana, Haiti, India, Mexico, Morocco, Pakistan or Russia.

[ ] You have ever been told that you had lead poisoning as a child.

[ ] At any time during your pregnancy, you have eaten, chewed or put
in your mouth any non-food items such as clay, crushed pottery,
soil or paint chips.

[ ] You have used any products from other countries during the past
12 months, such as health remedies, spices, foods, ceramics or
cosmetics.

[ ] There has been any renovation or repair work in your home during
the past 12 months.

[ ] You have ever had a job or hobby in construction work, home renovation/repair,
furniture refinishing, working with firearms, arts and crafts work involving ceramics,
stained glass, metals or color pigments.
